Thousands of products are made of rubber-everything from rubber stamps and waterproof shoes to swimming caps. Rubber, which has been commonly used for over 1000 years, came from natural sources: now rubber products are made artificially in chemical plants, because we can’t produce enough natural rubber to meet all our needs.
There are two kinds of rubber in the world, natural and synthetic. Although natural rubber and synthetic rubber are similar in some ways, they’re made by different processes.
Natural rubber is made from runny, milky white liquid called latex. There are 200 plants in the world that produce latex and over 99 percent of the world’s natural rubber is made from latex. The tree which produces latex is widely known as the rubber tree. The rubber tree originally came from Brazil, and then it was introduced to many countries such as Far East of Malaysia, Indonesia, Cambodia, China, and Vietnam. Synthetic rubbers are made in chemical plants using petrochemicals. Today, most natural rubber still comes from the Far East, while Russia, France, Germany, and the United States are world’s leading producers of synthetic rubber. The world’s largest single source of latex rubber is the Harbel Rubber Plantation near Monrovia in Liberia, established in the 1920s and 1930s by the Firestone tire company.
